1. DirectorÕs Report 
Director Anne Molgaard explained and clarified the various items in her written report. She 
also informed the Commission of a budget adjustment (less than 20%) she approved for 
the Mendocino County Department of Public Health, Immunization Project. 
 
2. Access to Health Care Ð Stacey Kolsrud

Whole Chi ld Conference 
The Whole Child Conference was held on Saturday, April 8, 2006 @ Grace Hudson 
Elementary School in Ukiah.  The attendance was not as high as the registration 
indicated, but we provided childcare for 43 children so their parents could attend the 
keynote speaker, Richard Louv, and workshops.  It was my recommendation to the 
group to take a hard look at the organization of next yearÕs event before committing 
FIRST 5 staff time and money to the event.   
  
A sthma Coali tion 
FIRST 5 assisted with a few Asthma Roundtables in 2003-04 that have now resulted in 
a grant award for planning a local Asthma Coalition. The next meeting will be held on 
Wednesday, May 10, 2006 @ 5 pm @ Public Health focusing on planning a workshop 
focused on outdoor air quality.    
 

  3. Fiscal Report 
After review and discussion, motion made to approve the February 2006 Fiscal Reports.  
Motion/Pauli, second/Colfax. (Colfax, yes;  Renter’a, yes; Scott, yes; Smith, yes; Tichinin, 
yes; Pauli, yes; Mann, yes) Passed.   

 
 

B. Early Mental Health  
 
Nina deCordova Wright, Program Officer, reported briefly on the grant from The California 
Endowment, the recent visit from our mental health evaluation consultant, and the recent training 
of 20 local professionals in Triple P Levels 2 and 3.  Commissioner Mann, who attended the Triple 
P training, praised the quality of the event.  He said that he and his colleagues were currently 
studying the materials and discussing how to implement the program in a primary care setting.  
Nina recommended delaying a second Level 2/3  training until it becomes clear which of the 20 
initial trainees are having the most success implementing the program.  Commissioner Pauli 
concurred.  She also mentioned that Consolidated Tribal Health is so enthusiastic about the 
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training that its staff received in Triple P Levels 4 and 5 that it has applied for Community 
Foundation funds for Triple P materials for children age 6 and above. 
 
Nina then discussed Òphased implementationÓ  -- i.e. serving Medi-Cal children first while raising 
funds to serve all young children in the county.  The Commission focused initially on budget 
issues, with Commissioners Mann and Mordhorst commenting on the complexities of insurance 
reimbursement and cautioning staff not to rely too heavily on broad-brush estimates.  For 
example, there are questions about whether Healthy Families will reimburse for the Òworried wellÓ 
children that this program is likely to serve, and also questions about whether a significant number 
of providers trained in PCIT and Triple P will be able to collect reimbursement from Cal-Kids. 
 
Finally, the Commission discussed whether to recruit any and all children for screening, or whether 
to limit screening to children covered by Medi-Cal.  Led by comments from Commissioner Mann, 
the Commission decided to screen children regardless of Medi-Cal status.  This course of action, 
which was recommended by the Mental Health Department and its Organizational Providers, will 
allow us to collect the best possible data on the need for mental health care among young children 
in this community. 
 
C. Regional Grants 

 
In August, 2004, the Commission approved Regional Grant funding for 14 grantees throughout 
the county. This funding period ends on June 30, 2006. Most grantees have submitted a proposed 
scope of work and corresponding budget to cover the period from July 1, 2006 through June 30, 
2007 for approximately 50% of the first funding. 
 
After review of performance and budget reports, the Commission discussed the renewal of 11 
regional grants.  Action Network pulled for further information to be brought to next Commission 
meeting. Motion to renew 12 regional grants for July 1, 2006-June 30, 2007 : Caspar ChildrenÕs 
Garden $13,750; Mendocino County of Public Health (Loving Support Breastfeeding) $15,000; 
Mendocino County of Public Health (Immunization Network) $25,000; Mendocino Family and 
Youth Services(Kids Ready for Kindergarten) $13,000; Mendocino Family and Youth Services 
(Family Enhancement Services) $21,250; NCO/Rural Communities Child Care $30,000; Leggett 
Unified School District $10,000; LaytonvilleÕs Healthy Start $20,000; Nuestra Casa $5,000; 
Plowshares $15,000;Safe Passage $20,468; SPACE $18,000. Motion/Scott, second/Smith. (Colfax, 
yes; Mann, yes; Mordhorst, abstain; Pauli, yes; Renter’a, yes; Scott, yes; Smith, yes) Passed.
